History of Ameliasburgh Town Hall

The Ameliasburgh Town Hall was built in 1874.  It has served as a hall as well as the municipal offices until amalgamation.  This building was designated under the Ontario Heritage Act due to the stone construction; stone arches above the windows and the unique 6-pointd star window in a circle contained within a Gothic arch located over the front door.
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Ameliasburgh Town Hall Today
The hall is used for a variety of events, meetings and community forums.  The Ameliasburgh Fair Board, Quinte Educational Museum and Archives, the Ameliasburgh Garden Club and the Friends of Massassauga are just a few of the groups and organizations that meet regularly at the Ameliasburgh Hall.
