ALERT!!
GRASS FIRE SEASON IS UPON US
The dry grass, brush and weeds left from the fall and winter months remain highly combustible, heightening the risk of a grass fire racing out of control in windy spring weather conditions.

Ensure you have read all the conditions, prohibitions and enforcement terms and provisions of Burning By-law 2105-2008 and amendment By-law 2543-2009.

Cost of Action Regarding Fire
As per By-law 2105-2008
22. (a) Any and all costs and expenses of any action by the County of Prince Edward with respect to controlling or extinguishing a fire that is caused by, or results from, the conduct of a person acting contrary to this By-law; or is caused by or results from a person disobeying or refusing or neglecting to carry out any of the provisions of this By-law, are payable by that person to the County of Prince Edward.

No person shall burn or permit to be burned:

□ Garbage

□ Materials made of or containing rubber

□ Plastic

□ Paint or Petroleum products

□ Vehicles or materials from vehicles

□ Pressure treated, painted lumber or railroad ties
REMEMBER!

Purchasing a Burning Permit does not excuse any actions that are contrary to By-law 2105-2008 and may result in a fine being levied if all provisions are not carried out. 
The owner of the property is ultimately responsible for any and all costs.
